1. NGR (AR) 95-1, DATED  1 AUGUST 1991 AND NGR (AR) 95-03, DATED 1 JUNE 1992 ARE SUPERCEDED BY NGR (AR) 95-01 (FINAL COORDINATING DRAFT), DATED 1 DEC 1997.

2.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS MESSAGE IS TO RELEASE THE NEW, UPDATED AND CURRENT NGR (AR) 95-01.

3.  THE FINAL COORDINATING DRAFT HAS BEEN IN A CONSTANT STATE OF REVISION FOR THE LAST 18 MONTHS.  THIS INCLUDED SOLICITATION OF DA FORM 2028S AND THREE SEPARATE IN PROCESS REVIEWS (IPR) WITH PARTICIPATION FROM SUBJECT MATTER EXPERTS (SME).  THE SME PARTICIPATION REPRESENTED OSAA,  ROTARY WING, FIXED WING, INSTRUMENT FLIGHT EXAMINER, STANDARDIZATION INSTRUCTOR PILOT, ATTACK, UTILITY, AND OBSERVATION.  THIS REGULATION MIRRORS YET MODIFIES AR 95-1, WHICH WAS EFFECTIVE  1 OCT 1997.

4.  THERE HAVE BEEN SIGNIFICANT CHANGES IN THE JUST RELEASED AR 95-1. THERE IS ALSO A NEED TO CORRELATE ARNG OPERATIONS WITH AR 95-1, AND THEREFORE THIS FINAL COORDINATING DRAFT (FCD) OF NGR (AR) 95-01 IS BEING IMPLEMENTED WHILE THE FINAL MACOM STAFFING PROCESS TAKES PLACE.  THE FINAL PUBLISHED VERSION MAY REFLECT ANY POTENTIAL CHANGES THAT OCCUR IN THE FINAL STAFFING PROCESS.

5.  THIS MESSAGE IS ORIGINALLY BEING SENT VIA THE ARMY’S DINAH MITE SYSTEM.  IT DOES NOT PERMIT THE ATTACHMENT OF FILES AS DOES E-MAIL.
