ID Cards / DEERS 
Family member may be eligible for ID cards include the service member’s/retired: 

· Spouse (and some former spouses) 

· Unremarried widow or widower 

· Children at age 10 and unmarried children under the age of 21 (including adopted or stepchildren) 

· Children under age 10 may be eligible for an ID card if they are not living with a family member who is eligible for an ID card, or under special circumstances, such as living with a sole parent 

· Unmarried children between 21 and 23 who are attending college full time 

· Unmarried children over 21, if incapable of self-support due to a physical or mental incapacity which existed either prior to the 21st birthday, or between the 21st and 23rd birthday while a legal dependent as a full-time student. This must be established in DEERS and they must be dependent upon the Guard member for more than one-half of their financial support 

What you need to bring with you 

Marriage certificate (Clear photocopy is acceptable (Must be notarized)) 

Birth certificates of children (Clear photocopy is acceptable (Must be notarized)) 

Social Security Card (not just the number; a good photocopy is acceptable) 

Certified copy of court order for adoption (Must be notarized)

Certified copy of court order establishing paternity (for illegitimate children) (Must be notarized)

Certified copy of death certificate(s) (Must be notarized)

Certified copy of divorce decrees      (Must be notarized)

Proper Identification and documentation is required for services to be provided. Categories below list the required documents for identification card issuance and DEERS enrollment:

The Common Access Card (CAC), also known as the Smart Card, is the primary focus of the SET-D program. CAC is an identification card with a tiny personal database embedded in it that can be used for access to buildings, networks, and email. CAC’s are issued to all Active Duty/Reserve/Guard/DOD Civilians/DOD Contractors. Department of Homeland Security (DHS) has established new rules for documents that will be required for Identification and Issuance/Re-issuance of CAC Cards. LISTS OF
