g. Non-Chargeable Rest and Recuperation (NCR&R): 

Office of the Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness, OUSD (P&R) has approved CDR USCENTCOM request for the land areas of Iraq and Afghanistan to be designated Non-Chargeable Rest and Recuperation (NCR&R) leave areas, effective 23 MAR 2010. Specific implementation instructions and eligibility criteria for the NCR&R as found in USCENTCOM CCJ1 Message dated 23 MAR 2010 must be followed. OUSD (P&R) policy guidance is found in OUSD (P&R) Memo dated 28 JAN 2010, Subject: Establishment of Non-Chargeable Rest and Recuperation (NCR&R) Leave Program. Some highlights of the eligibility criteria are listed below but are not all-inclusive. Refer to USCENTCOM CCJ1 Message dated 23 MAR 2010 for complete details. 

(1) Participants must be U.S. service members on active duty. 

(2) DOD Civilian or contractors are not eligible. 

(3) The NCR&R program is not retroactive.
